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Talking to each other

- Look through the booklet together, talk about the adults and what to expect
- talk to them about meeting new people/ starting a new place and times when you have been worried/ scared and how you overcame it.
- don’t dismiss their feeling spend few minutes understanding how they are feeling.


Create a visual timetable
/ Social story
- talk about what the pictures are showing and their meaning
- talk about what you might do in a day and put them in order
- let the children play with the pictures and create a sequence of events
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Have a sneaky peak!
- On your daily walk have a look
at the Nursery building from 
the outside
- Talk about that you’re not far 
from home and all the friends 
you will make.

Transition into Nursery or Reception



Roleplay
- encourage the children to try on their uniform
- wear it for the morning or afternoon that they are attending 
- complete some activities together i.e. reading a story, singing some stories, complete some games or jigsaw or play with their favourite toy.
- talk about what they are looking forward to, what they think they maybe doing at Nursery/ Reception
