	How long for:
 e.g. 5 min visit, for input only, for ‘work task’ time only, or full lesson
	
	
	

	Where to be:
· Visit and look through the door
· Visit and sit in set place eg next to peer, near door, at back of class.
(might need to visit the classroom when it is empty to decide what to do, with the child)
	
	
	

	Peers
· Which friends or known classmates are in the lesson
· Who to sit with or NOT with?
· How to make sure space is ready for the student when they arrive, e.g. seating plan
	
	
	

	Lesson content, e.g.:
· Access teacher led session
· Take own work from current provision
· Pre-teaching in current provision of lesson content?
	
	
	

	Level and type of adult support, e.g.:
· None
· Support to get to and from the classroom
· Support to arrive and settle for a few minutes
· Support from a distance in the room with a pre-agreed signal that help is needed
· Support close by in the room
	
	
	

	What skills/tools are needed by the student ?e.g.  
· A visual way to communicate need some help
· A visual way to legitimately leave class
I5PS, time out pass, red/amber/green card to seek help.
Do these tools need teaching and then rehearsing in the smaller provision first? 

Create a card of ‘what do I do if I feel worried about going back to class’ with reminders of ‘count to 10, breathe slowly’. Even if students know these tips, have them visually in words or images. Have a copy for home and school
	
	
	

	What is helpful communication with the teacher beforehand?
· Adults liaise and agree a plan
· Teacher and student meet briefly when the student is in the smaller setting  eg nice to meet you, looking forward to finding a way for you to be in class and Ok
	
	
	

	

	Jobs to do:
Ie any actions from above, 
· ‘rehearsal’ walk to the classroom
· Agree a date in advance or agree SENCO can decide and let know ‘on the day’ so less time to worry
